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ENGLISH (Translation)

Constitution of 14 February 2002

Article 19
a. ...
d. No person shall be subjected to physical or mental torture, or inducement,
or undignified treatment, and the penalty for doing so shall be specified by
law. Any statement or confession proved to have been made under torture,
inducement, or such treatment, or the threat thereof, shall be null and void.

Penal Code of 1976

Article 208

A prison sentence shall be the penalty for every civil servant who uses torture,
force or threat either personally or through a third party against an accused
person, witness or expert to force him to admit having committed a crime or
give statements or information in respect thereof. The penalty shall be life
imprisonment if the use of torture or force leads to death.

Article 232

A prison sentence will be the penalty for any person who uses torture, force or
threatens to use them, either personally or through a third party, against an
accused person, witness or expert to make him admit the commission of a
crime or give statements or information in respect thereof. The punishment
shall be imprisonment for at least six months if the torture or force results in
harming the safety of the body. The punishment shall be life imprisonment if
the use of torture or force leads to death.
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
